Hepatitis B Vaccination

All staff, students and long-term visiting workers who are likely to come into contact with biological fluids / tissue are strongly advised to undertake a course of Hep B vaccinations.  Although there are no legal requirements for immunisation, personnel working with biological fluids / tissue should be aware of the risks involved.  Obviously people are within their rights to refuse Hep B immunisation, however in doing so they are required to sign a declaration stating that they wished to opt out (see foot of page).  Non-responders to immunisation will also be recorded, with the advice that they seek alternative Hepatitis B vaccines through other agencies and their own GPs.
